Objectives of the course:

· Learning environments (Web 2.0, open source platforms) and trainers’ role;

· Competence assessment and E-Portfolio; 

· Social software and Personal Learning Environment (PLE). 

The course will provide practical tips as well individual counselling during the training on the basis of participant's real-life experience and needs.

Methodology:
Combined face to face (F2F) and ODL (using Learning Management Systems), presentations, workshops, hands-on activities, exchange of experiences between participants of the course.
